Installing WebShop

Setup
1. Make sure the accounting system is installed and third party activation is enabled, if required
2. Install SQL Server if required

3. Using Enterprise Manager (MSSQL 2000) or Sql Server Management Studio (MSSQL 2005) create a new database “Webshop” to store the webshop data in.

4. Run “Setup.exe”

5. This will install “Microsoft Primary Interop Assemblies” (if necessary) then Webshop

6. Just click next through the installer (e.g. install to a certain location etc.)

7. After the installer has finished, run Webshop. An error message will pop up – you need to set up the connection to the database

8. In the “Provider” field, enter Kinspeed.Persistence.MsSqlProvider

9. In the “ConnectionString” field you need to fill in a connection string for SQL Server. Similar to the following will work for SQL2000 or SQL2005: Data Source=localhost;Initial Catalog=Webshop;User Id=sa;Password=kinspeed; where 
a. “localhost” is the name of the SQL server (visible in Enterprise Manager in the tree on the left); 
b. “Webshop” is the name of the database you created in (2); 
c. “sa” and “Kinspeed” are the usernames and passwords of a SQL user with permissions to create/drop tables etc. in the database specified.

10. Click “OK”; if you get any error messages check the settings (as in 6)

11. Once you have successfully entered the settings WebShop will create some tables in the database specified and show the “Company Manager” screen. 

Create a new profile

1. Click “Add” to create a new profile. Select the right accounting system and shop front. Follow “Set up the accounting system”
Set up the accounting system

· Line 200 

1. Select the correct version of Line 200; Click Next
2. Enter a username and password (if required) for Line 200 – you might want to create a new user for Webshop if possible. Click Next
3. If there are any errors at this point, it may be due to selecting the wrong version of Line 200.
4. Self explanatory - You probably don’t want to change any of the settings on this screen; Click Next
5. This screen allows you to put in default analysis codes; but you won’t have any orders coming in so it won’t matter. Click Next
Follow “Import Stock/Customers from the accounting system”

· Line 50

1. Click “Add” to create a new profile. Enter “Line 50” for the accounting system, and “XCart” for the shop front. Click Next

2. Select the correct version of Line 50; and the path where it is installed. Click Next

3. Select a company from the drop down box; and enter a username and password (if required) for Line 50 – you might want to create a new user for Webshop if possible. Click Next

4. If there are any errors at this point, it may be due to selecting the wrong version of Line 50.

5. Enter the paths to where you want to store your product descriptions and images. If the paths are in the company’s Line 50 attachments folder; they will show up as “Memos” in Line 50.
Follow “Import Stock/Customers from the accounting system”

Import Stock/Customers from the accounting system

1. This screen lets you import stock/customers. So select which ones you want and click “Next”. The stock will be imported.

Follow “Set up Shop Front”

Set up Shop Front

· XCart
1. This screen lets you set up XCart – you don’t have one so just click Next

2. Deselect everything – you can’t do anything on this screen because you don’t have a real XCart set up. Click Next. (It crashed when we got to this point in the office – just restart it)

3. You will be returned to the “Company Manager”, select the profile you just created and click OK. Webshop will load up with the stock showing etc.
